Components: Metal curb cap roof flashing + fixings

685 mm inside

Curb upstand to be provided by contractor or others, roof penetration to have a
diameter of 555mm. Outer edge dimension of curb upstand must be no more
than 675mm. Apply a bead of sealant around the top edge of the curb upstand.

Diagram b

Lay the flashing insulator centrally over the curb upstand then place the curb cap
flashing onto the curb upstand and push downwards to sandwich the flashing
insulator between the upstand and the cap. Trim off any excess flashing insulator
material that protrudes from the side of the upstand.

Fix the flashing into position with the flashing screws provided.
